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Whenever the word evangelism is mentioned it normally brings to mind the teaching or preaching of the word of God. Although preaching and teaching is certainly an important aspect of evangelism they are not the only aspects of ministry that constitutes evangelism.

Evangelism has incorporated within it’s meaning every responsibility that God has placed upon us as believers both individually and collectively. Everything that we do or say for God can be viewed as evangelism.

EVANGELISM:

The work of spreading the message of the gospel of Jesus Christ by word and deeds with the earnest intention of leading others to a saving faith in Jesus Christ.

Internal Individual growth is the first step of evangelism

God wants fruit 
or there are consequences

The Need for Evangelism

St. Matthews 9 

35: And Jesus went about all the cities and villages, teaching in their synagogues, and preaching the gospel of the kingdom, and healing every sickness and every disease among the people.

36: But when he saw the multitudes, he was moved with compassion on them, because they fainted, and were scattered abroad, as sheep having no shepherd.

37: Then saith he unto his disciples, the harvest truly is plenteous, but the labourers are few;

38: Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest that he will send forth labourers into his harvest.

Evangelism is a Command

St. Matthews 28

19: Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost:

20: Teaching them to observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am with you alway, even unto the end of the world. Amen.

Acts 1:8

But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part of the earth.

Partiality in Evangelism

While we are instructed not to have partiality in our relationship with each other.

1 Timothy 5:21, James 3:17

There is to be partiality in evangelism

St. Matthew 7:6

Give not that which is holy unto the dogs, neither cast ye your pearls before swine, lest they trample them under their feet, and turn again and rend you.

A man that is a heretic after the first and second admonition reject;

Knowing that he that is such is subverted, and sinneth, being condemned of himself.

Titus 3:10-11

1 Timothy 6:3-5

withdraw thyself. From corrupt men who are destitute of the truth

There are times when God’s instruction will be to target a certain person or group of people or area to the exclusion of others.

St. Matthew 10:5-6

Jesus told His Desiples, not to go into the way of the Gentiles, and into any city of the Samaritans enter ye not:

6: But go rather to the lost sheep of the house of Israel.

Paul and his company forbidden to minister in Asia, Bithynia BUT 
were SENT to Macedonia

Acts 16: 6-12

Jesus would not minister to Herod, He showed partiality

St. Luke 23

9: Then he (Herod) questioned with him (Jesus) in many words; but he (Jesus) answered him nothing.

We all have our individual calling that we must fulfill but we are all also called to witness.

Romans 12:4-8

We must speak only according to God’s word and within our ability.

1 Peter 4

11: If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. Our zeal must not exceed our knowledge.

We are responsible for the delivery not the result.

There are two aspects of external evangelism:

Verbal and Observational

Both are referred to in 

1 Peter 3:

15: But sanctify the Lord God in your hearts: and be ready always to give an answer to every man that asketh you a reason of the hope that is in you with meekness and fear:

16: Having a good conscience; that, whereas they speak evil of you, as of evildoers, they may be ashamed that falsely accuse your good conversation in Christ.

Verbal 

Must be correct in doctrine

Titus 1:9; 2:1,7; Heb. 13:9
Observational

We must be holy and our life should be a witness
1Pt:1:15: But as he which hath called you is holy, so be ye holy in all manner of conversation;

1Pt:2:12: Having your conversation honest among the Gentiles: that, whereas they speak against you as evildoers, they may by your good works, which they shall behold, glorify God in the day of visitation.

Jesus said

Mt:5:14: Ye are the light of the world. A city that is set on an hill cannot be hid.

Mt:5:15: Neither do men light a candle, and put it under a bushel, but on a candlestick; and it giveth light unto all that are in the house.

Mt:5:16: Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works, and glorify your Father which is in heaven.

Jms:1:22: But be ye doers of the word, and not hearers only, deceiving your own selves.

The evangelistic benefit is more clearly stated in

1Pt:3:1: Likewise, ye wives, be in subjection to your own husbands; that, if any obey not the word, they also may without the word be won by the conversation of the wives;

1Pt:3:2: While they behold your chaste conversation coupled with fear.

2Pt:3:11: Seeing then that all these things shall be dissolved, what manner of persons ought ye to be in all holy conversation and godliness,

We are responsible for the delivery not the results.

Our Zeal must not exceed our knowledge

Rom10:2 

For I bear them record that they have a zeal of God, but not according to knowledge.

The work will not always be easy nor the opposition passive

Eze.2

1: And he said unto me, Son of man, stand upon thy feet, and I will speak unto thee.

2: And the spirit entered into me when he spake unto me, and set me upon my feet, that I heard him that spake unto me.

3: And he said unto me, Son of man, I send thee to the children of Israel, to a rebellious nation that hath rebelled against me: they and their fathers have transgressed against me, even unto this very day.

4: For they are impudent children and stiff hearted.  I do send thee unto them; and thou shalt say unto them, Thus saith the Lord GOD.

5: And they, whether they will hear, or whether they will forbear, (for they are a rebellious house,) yet shall know that there hath been a prophet among them.

6: And thou, son of man, be not afraid of them, neither be afraid of their words, though briers and thorns be with thee, and thou dost dwell among scorpions: be not afraid of their words, nor be dismayed at their looks, though they be a rebellious house.

Eze.3

9: As an adamant harder than flint have I made thy forehead: fear them not, neither be dismayed at their looks, though they be a rebellious house.

Acts examples:

Chap. 4

1: And as they spake unto the people, the priests, and the captain of the temple, and the Sadducees, came upon them,

2: Being grieved that they taught the people, and preached through Jesus the resurrection from the dead.

3: And they laid hands on them, and put them in hold unto the next day: for it was now eventide.

The prayer factor
Finally, it is essential that we have a prayer life for it is through prayer that we maintain communication with God and a primary means of getting instructions and help from God at key moments and for current events in our lives and ministries.
