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The ungodly practice or act of flirting is done in a verity of ways, body language: which includes facial expressions such as smiles (no they are not always innocent). The raises and lowered eye brow, the winked eye,  prolonged starring, or repeated looks at the opposite sex.  Prolonged eye to eye contact or repeated eye to eye contact, immodest dress
 and touching. (Sometimes done in a manner to convey “innocence” as if nothing is intended by it when it is in truth a test to see what kind of reaction it draws before making further attempts).

These are the most common non-verbal methods of flirting.

Clothing: The way you dress speaks loudly

Flirting is also done through the type of clothes we wear and the way that they fit us. (This is most evident in women, but it can be detected in men also).

Some women who seek to attract the sexual attention of men openly acknowledge their goal. But many are not so honest. They claim innocence of any desire to tempt while dressing (and at times acting) in a manner that they know will stir the sexual desires of the men who see and interact with them. Low cleavage, tight fitting clothes, see through material and flesh revealing garments are the basic tools of the trade and I am sure that new methods are even now in the works for future degradation. 

Women are aware of the immorality of dress styles and their seduction, but many refuse to abstain from the practice, choosing rather to cater to their carnal nature and feed their spiritually warped egos. In their carnality they go out in public and walk down the streets dressed in a manner that they know will attract the attention of men. And most of them pretend that they are not seeking the attention of men on the street. In fact they try to act as if they are not even aware of how they are dressed is attracting men.

This is dishonest denial and it is common among all women.

The greater tragedy is that this state of mind and heart has through the influence of media and the silence of the clergy, infected and infested the church. Today it is common to see the same kind of immodest dress and behavior in women in the church who profess to be servants of Jesus Christ. They seek to justify their rebellion by claiming an imagined liberty that God has not given to his servants. And they point to grossly misinterpreted scriptures for their biblical support.   

While this kind of behaviour is to be expected from unsaved women, the fact that it has become somewhat of a norm among professing Christian women is alarming.

Ministries give little or no attention to this epidemic in the church community; mainly because carnal ministers enjoy the sights while many female ministers are themselves competing for male adoration and are driven to dress immodestly in order to effectively compete.

Know one seems to be taking into account the temptation factor or it’s consequences. 

They do not choose to rule over the spirit of pride, and they have no fear of the divine judgment that will be the end result.

Speech

Then there is the verbal flirting, which often starts off as innocent conversation 

(so called harmless and friendly) in which the flirter “tests the water” for exception by using selective words of praise and compliment to disarm the “prey” then gradually guide the conversation towards more personnel topics, and if engaged by the “prey” they will then guide the conversation to even more personnel subjects and then to the intimate.

The flirting is successful only if the “prey” is naive or aware of what is happening and is returning the flirt by going along with the program.

What would be completely harmless between two single people is a gross sin when people who are married flirt with others. And naivety is no excuses.

A married person should have enough common since to know when someone is getting out of line with them, (and I am of the opinion that most catch on to the flirts a lot sooner 

then they let on to. And some pretend not to notice because they enjoy being the object of attention and lust. They forget that God knows the thoughts and will judge accordingly)
.

To participate at any level with flirting is to yield to sinful temptation, and is a violation of God’s standard of holiness.

While some unscrupulous “professing Christians” may pretend not to know what’s going on as they engage in such ungodly behavior, we must be assured that the eyes of the Lord are in every place beholding the evil and the good. (Prov.15:3). Neither is there any creature that is not manifest in His sight but all things are naked and open unto the eyes of him with whom we have to do. (Herb.4:13).

There will be times when we will find ourselves in situations that are not comfortable, but that is no excuse to through caution to the wind. Our standard must always be holiness.  Our fear of God must ever be our deterrent or we will not strive against sin. 

And the sooner we put a stop to flirtatious behavior the better.

We as believers are required by God to always be on our guard and to hold up the standard of holiness in our thoughts as well as our actions. And any believer who thinks that they can get away with pretending to be ignorant, are playing a most dangerous game that may very well land them in spiritual and moral bondage.

Actions Speaks Louder Than Words

Some attempt to hide behind the fact that they have not verbally solicited anyone’s sexual attention while being fully aware that such solicitation does not require a word but can be accomplished by physical appearance (how we dress), and what is called body language. This is an area of sin that is almost never addressed.

Starring at a person sends a message of interest, especially eye to eye prolonged or repeated contact. Add to that certain kinds of facial expressions and you have what is known as flirting. And yes “carnal married believers do flirt” and feed their sinful egos with their ability to entice the opposite sex in defiance of the biblical standard of holiness.

It is also rarely mentioned that such actions are the early stages of infidelity.

The temptation to be noticed and to be desired is strong within the heart of a carnal believer and it lead them into conduct and dressing that is contrary to holiness 

Any woman or man who is married that seeks to gain the sexual interest of another other than their spouse has sinned and are the tools of Satan to be used to make others sin.

THE DANGER OF “INOCENT CONVERSATION”

So-called “innocent conversation” has been the genesis of infidelity in all to many occasions. Many married people have found themselves in divorce court because they failed too guard their marriage with social wisdom. Some thinking that they were immune to adultery and fornication have carelessly let their spiritual guards down in close quarter-long term conversations with conniving predators who have mastered the 

art of manipulation. Such predators seem harmless and are often very friendly. During conversations they will however venture into personal territory in an attempt to develop a bond of trust, first by sharing their own personal information such as problems at home in their marriage, (usually distorted or fabricated to make then look like the victim).

This tactic is usually very effective in breaking down any barrier of suspicion. The intended target thinks that the predator must be sincere if they are sharing their personal information and “pouring out their heart to them”. They in turn began to open up their personal life as well, disclosing the personal problems of their marriage. Each now are trying to gain the sympathy of the other but the predator’s goal is to form a bond that will allow them to become emotionally involved. 

The next stage is usually the touching to “console” the “victim”, first a hand in the shoulder, (a test to see if the target victim is open to physical contact. If they don’t object then the predator proceeds to hug and if not stopped they will proceed to kiss.

BE WISE

No married person should ever discuss his or her personal marriage problems with others, especially of the opposite sex unless it is with a credible well-established marriage councilor or Minister preferably in the presence of a third party and with the Spouses consent. Even with this caution infidelity can and has occurred, but still every precaution must be taken to avoid temptation.  

Remember that you are responsible and accountable for what you do and allow to be done. You must therefore stay clear of any personal marriage problem discussions and be mind-full of anyone attempting to draw you into such disclosure.

There is no such thing as “innocent disclosure of marital problems” outside of the family, ministerial or professional context. Extreme wisdom must be used in any disclosure of personal problems.
