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There are those who profess a relationship with Jesus Christ who feel that their relationship has nothing whatsoever to do with appearance or how they dress in public.
This attitude of indifference to dress is the result of a misinterpretation of scripture as well as a careless disrespect for the standard of holiness set forth in the word of God.
The immodest dress habits that has resulted from this form of "liberal thinking" among professing Christians has clearly played a part in the immorality and infidelity that is destroying Christian families and their witness through out this nation.
At the center of this dilemma is the sin of carnality and pride resulting from believers allowing themselves to be influenced by the world.
It is not uncommon today to see woman dressed in skin-tight pants or skirts that show the details of their body. As to the upper parts, their blouse also fit so tight as to accent the size and shape of their breast. Today this is accepted as sexy and practically the standard style of dress for women. 
The sex industry is a multi-billion dollar a year industry that thrives off of stimulating sexuality and sexual desires.  What is unfortunate is that these phenomenon effects even the youth that are thus prematurely drawn into the realm of sexual promiscuity by visually explicit advertisements that appear everywhere they look.  The media has no doubt been the major culprit in influencing women to adopt the immoral style of dressing, but it has also reached into the church. 
One would think that the church would be a counter measure against such overt sexual exposure, a haven of holiness and a beacon of moral light to a sex crazed world. Yet in all too many cases the church is a willing participant in the immoral madness.
Whereas once we could go to church and be fully at ease with the manner of attire we saw; now you have to pray to keep from being distracted by the cleavage and the tight fitting sexy outfits that leave little to the imagination.

Such women claim that they only dress in this manner for “comfort”, but the truth of the matter is that they crave attention and choose to use their body to get it.

A morally desensitized church that has been deeply influenced by the world through the media has ignored this fact.  
To make matters worst, these Christians defend their rights to dress as they wish claiming a liberty that God's word does not teach.
In desperation they will even site certain scriptures in their defense such as 1 Samuel 16:7, which they say proves that God is not concerned about what we wear. Particularly the words "Man looks on the outward appearance but God looks on the heart"… In their desperation to defend themselves they fail to notice what those words do not say. They do not say that God does not look on the outward appearance.  It simply says that he looks on the heart in contrast to man's limited ability to see only what is on the outside.
The fact of the matter is that God has always been concerned about appearance.

When Adam and Eve sinned and attempted to cover their shame with fig leaves, God changed their attire to skins of animals, because He was concerned about their outward appearance, which was a reflection of their inward condition.  
“And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they [were] naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons”. Gen. 3:7. “Unto Adam also and to his wife did the LORD God make coats of skins, and clothed them.” Gen. 3:21.

Through Moses He forbade Women to wear clothes that pertained to men, because He was concerned about their outward appearance.

“The woman shall not wear that which pertaineth unto a man, neither shall a man put on a woman's garment: for all that do so [are] abomination unto the LORD thy God.” Deut.22:5

Both Paul and Peter addressed the issue of the Christian woman's attire, because God was concerned about their outward appearance.
“Whose adorning let it not be that outward [adorning] of plaiting the hair, and of wearing of gold, or of putting on of apparel;” (1 Pet. 3:3).

“In like manner also, that women adorn themselves in modest apparel, with shamefacedness and sobriety; not with broided hair, or gold, or pearls, or costly array; But (which becometh women professing godliness) with good works.”  (1 Tim.2:9-10).
Any sincere believer seeking to truly glorify God in their body would take percussion to do so without compromise with worldly standards that dishonor God.  
Indeed God does look on the outward appearance and I am certain that He is not pleased with what He is seeing.
