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CREATED BY JESUS
In answer to the question, “Who created the Angels”, the scriptures are clear.  

We are told in a number of places that Jesus is the creator of all things; thus that would include the angels. (St. John 1:1-3 Col. 1:12-17).

Although the scriptures are clear as to Christ’s position as creator, many are unwilling to except this fact because of his subordinate position as the Son of God. The scriptures do teach that Jesus was a man, human in every aspect of the word except for his sinlessness, and yet at the same time states that he is God. 

However, it was as God that He created before his incarnation.

BEFORE THE EARTH

Although no definite time is given in scripture for their creation, it is clearly hinted that they existed before the earth was created. 

Job38:4-7.

4: Where wast thou when I laid the foundations of the earth?  declare, if thou hast understanding.

5: Who hath laid the measures thereof, if thou knowest?  or who hath stretched the line upon it?

6: Whereupon are the foundations thereof fastened?  or who laid the corner stone thereof;

7: When the morning stars sang together, and all the sons of God shouted for joy?

LUCIFER SON OF MORNING

God named the greatest and wisest of all his angels, Lucifer, which means light bearer or son of the morning. He excelled all of God’s creatures in every way, in beauty, in wisdom and in ability. (Eze. 28:12-15a)

There seems to be three types of angels 1) Angels 2) Seraphim and 3) Cherubim.       Lucifer was of the Cherubim class and most likely held the highest position over all but God himself.

The only angels mentioned by name in the bible are Gabriel, Lucifer and Michael.

THE FALL OF LUCIFER

At some period in this pre-Adamic history Lucifer was striped of his beauty and removed from his position of authority.

God thru the prophets Ezekiel and Isaiah reveal the cause and the effects of his fall to us.

       1). THE CAUSE

             Isaiah 14:12-14 reveals to us that the cause of his fall was due to a change of his

             Heart. He became un-contented with what he had and was, and desired to possess

             Godhood.

12: How art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the morning!  How art thou cut down to the ground, which didst weaken the nations!

13: For thou hast said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will exalt my throne above the stars of God: I will sit also upon the mount of the congregation, in the sides of the north:

14: I will ascend above the heights of the clouds; I will be like the most High.

        2). THE EFFECTS
             The effect of his change of heart was sin.  

             Ezekiel 28:15, 16a, 17a, 18a.

15: Thou wast perfect in thy ways from the day that thou wast created

16: By the multitude of thy merchandise they have filled the midst of thee with violence, and thou hast sinned

17: Thine heart was lifted up because of thy beauty, thou hast corrupted thy wisdom by reason of thy brightness

18: Thou hast defiled thy sanctuaries by the multitude of thine iniquities, by the iniquity of thy traffick

             Iniquity was found in him. He became violent, his wisdom was corrupted, and his     

             place of dwelling was defiled. 

  3). THE RESULT

As a result of Lucifer’s Rebellion, God removed him from his place of                          prominence.

            Eze. 28:16b, “therefore I will cast thee as profane out of the mountain of God”

            St. Luke 10:18 “..I beheld Satan as lightning fall from heaven”.

Lucifer (the son of the morning) became Satan (Aramaic for “adversary”) and Devil (from the Greek word “Diabolos” meaning “slanderer” and “accuser”).

He is called by many other names and titles that describe his nature, character and actions. “Prince of the power of the air” (Eph. 2:2), “Beelzebub the chief of the demons” (Matt. 12:24), “The god of this world” (2 Corin. 4:4), “serpent” (Rev.12:9), “destroyer” (Rev. 9:11), “evil one” (St. John 17:15), “Dragon” (Rev.12:3,7,9), “tempter” 

(St. Matt.4:3), “murderer” (St. John 8:44).

In this new role he is the primary enemy of God and man. He accuses man before God. (Rev.12:10). And he accuses God before man. (Gen.3:4-5).

He is the author of evil and the cause of every evil that is in the world.

Everything that mankind suffers is in some way related to or directly caused by Satan.

Jesus said that he is not only a liar, but he is the father of the lie. (St. John 8:44). He also moves others to lie. (Acts 5:3), and to disobey God. (Chron. 21:1-2,7-8,14. Tim. 4:1-2, Eph. 2:2).

SATAN IS NOT ALONE

Satan was not alone in his rebellion against God; he managed to convince many other angels to follow him. Just how many is not known but Rev. 12:7 seems to indicate that at least one third of all the angels in heaven sided with him.

Whatever the number, it is clear from what the bible reveals that there are many fallen angel. (Matt. 25:41). Some are kept in chains of bondage by God due to their role in the Genesis 6:1-4 sin, (2 Peter 2:4), while many others are allowed to move freely in the earth.  Jesus confronted many of them during his ministry. (St. Luke 8:27-30, 4:33-35,41, Mk. 1:23-24.  They battle with God’s angels (Daniel 10:13,20). They possess people. (Luke 8:30, Acts16:16-17).

And they influence them to do evil. (Matt. 13:37-42), and believe and follow false doctrine.(2 Corin. 11:3).

It is believed by many bible prophecy students that while Satan has been removed                        from his position in heaven he still has access to it. But at some point in the future, during the last half of the tribulation period, God will revoke those privileges and Satan will be cast to the earth. (Revelationb12:7-9).                                                                                

7: And there was war in heaven: Michael and his angels fought against the dragon; and the dragon fought and his angels,

8: And prevailed not; neither was their place found any more in heaven.

9: And the great dragon was cast out, that old serpent, called the Devil, and Satan, which deceiveth the whole world: he was cast out into the earth, and his angels were cast out with him.

This event will mark the worst period in the history of mankind when Satan will eventually take a physical form as the anti-Christ and rule the New World Order until Jesus defeats him. 

In his capacity as God’s adversary, Satan was not satisfied with instigating the rebellion of God’s angel. When God created Man Satan sought to corrupt him and turn him against his creator. This event will be discussed in our next lesson.
