“THE CREATION AND FALL OF MAN”

A.  God Created Man
That God alone Created Man is clearly established in the word of God.

I have made the earth, and created man upon it: Isaiah 45:12

Have we not all one father?  hath not one God created us? , Malachi 2:10

For by him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth, Col.1:16

We read of the actual account in the book of Genesis.

“And God said, Let us make man in our image, after our likeness…… So God created man in his own image, in the image of God created he them, male and female created”. Genesis 1:26a, 27.

“And the Lord god formed man of the dust of the ground, and breathed into his nostrils the breath of life;  and man became a living soul.

A. Adam And Eve Created In Innocence
Scriptures testify to the fact that man a he was when he came from the hands of God; was perfect and without flaw. (see Gen. 1:31.Ecc. 7:29)

God made no mistakes while forming man; his form and structure both internally and externally was perfect.

When God breathed into man’s nostrils the {lit. Heb. Breath of lives}, he put within man a soul and spirit, and man became a living being.

This aspect of man’s nature is immaterial (Invisible), yet it is the most important part of all that makes up man.

Man was created spirit, soul and physical body. (see 1 Thess.5:23)

Man’s soul and spirit makes up his immaterial nature.

The soul {Heb. Nephosh}, {gr. Psuche}; is said to contain the intellect, will, rationality, morality and emotions of man.

The spirit {Heb. Ruwach}, {Gr. Psuche}; is the life essence in man.

(see James 2:26).

It is also said to be the part of man that communes with God.

However the scriptures also seem to attribute emotional feeling to the spirit of man as well.(see Gen.41:8, St.John 13:21).
While the soul is spoken of as if it were the life essence. (see 1kings 17:21).

The interchangeable use of these two words may be due to the fact that each are a part of the whole man and thus they are used generally in reference to man.

Whatever view one holds, it must be agreed that Man’s soul and spirit was in harmony and submission to his creator in the beginning.

B. The Tree of Knowledge of Good And Evil
Genesis 2:8-9,15-17.

And the LORD God planted a garden eastward in Eden; and there he put the man whom he had formed.

And out of the ground made the LORD God to grow every tree that is pleasant to the sight, and good for food; the tree of life also in the midst of the garden, and the tree of knowledge of good and evil.

And the LORD God took the man, and put him into the garden of Eden to dress it and to keep it.

And the LORD God commanded the man, saying, Of every tree of the garden thou mayest freely eat:

But of the tree of the knowledge of good and evil, thou shalt not eat of it: for in the day that thou eatest thereof thou shalt surely die.

It is suggested by some that the tree which God placed in the midst of the garden and called the tree of the knowledge of good and evil; bore some kind of fruit that would cause a change in the nature of the man and woman if they ate it.

Although that could be the case it is more likely that the tree served only as a tool to test the love and loyalty of the man. However, the consequence of man’s disobeying God was a very real and tangible condition. Sin became a part of his nature. 
C. The Serpent Tempts Eve To disobey
Genesis 3:1-5. 

1: Now the serpent was more subtil than any beast of the field which the LORD God had made.  And he said unto the woman, Yea, hath God said, Ye shall not eat of every tree of the garden?

2: And the woman said unto the serpent, We may eat of the fruit of the trees of the garden:

3: But of the fruit of the tree which is in the midst of the garden, God hath said, Ye shall not eat of it, neither shall ye touch it, lest ye die. 

4: And the serpent said unto the woman, Ye shall not surely die:

5: For God doth know that in the day ye eat thereof, then your eyes shall be opened, and ye shall be as gods, knowing good and evil.

In our text, we are given a ring size seat to witness the battle of wits between man and Satan.

Satan’s desire was to somehow cause man to destroy his communion with God and for fit his possession as ruler of the Earth.

He saw his means in Eve whom Adam loved.

His success lied in his ability to take Eves mind off of the consequences of disobedience to God. By telling her that God was being unfair in that he was trying to keep her from gaining something that she should have and that God had in fact lied to her; he convinced her to disobey. (2 Cor. 11:3, 1 Tim.2:14)

D. Adam and Eve Eat The Forbidden Fruit.
Genesis 3:6

And when the woman saw that the tree was good for food, and that it was pleasant to the eyes, and a tree to be desired to make one wise, she took of the fruit thereof, and did eat, and gave also unto her husband with her; and he did eat.

Adam’s participation in this act of rebellion was most likely due to his great love for Eve. It clearly was not out of ignorance or deception. Nevertheless it suited Satan’s purpose just the same, a major part of his goal was accomplished. Mans relationship with God was seriously damaged.

E. Sin Breaks Communion With God.
Genesis 3:7-13, 22-24.

7: And the eyes of them both were opened, and they knew that they were naked; and they sewed fig leaves together, and made themselves aprons.

8: And they heard the voice of the LORD God walking in the garden in the cool of the day: and Adam and his wife hid themselves from the presence of the LORD God amongst the trees of the garden.

9: And the LORD God called unto Adam, and said unto him, Where art thou?

10: And he said, I heard thy voice in the garden, and I was afraid, because I was naked; and I hid myself.

11: And he said, Who told thee that thou wast naked?  Hast thou eaten of the tree, whereof I commanded thee that thou shouldest not eat?

12: And the man said, The woman whom thou gavest to be with me, she gave me of the tree, and I did eat.

13: And the LORD God said unto the woman, What is this that thou hast done?  And the woman said, The serpent beguiled me, and I did eat.

22: And the LORD God said, Behold, the man is become as one of us, to know good and evil: and now, lest he put forth his hand, and take also of the tree of life, and eat, and live for ever:

23: Therefore the LORD God sent him forth from the garden of Eden, to till the ground from whence he was taken.

24: So he drove out the man; and he placed at the east of the garden of Eden Cherubims, and a flaming sword which turned every way, to keep the way of the tree of life.

By his act of disobedience Adam altered the relationship he shared with God.  Although communications were still open, fellowship was now impossible.

F. Man Becomes A Sinner.
The Whole man was affected by the act of disobedience, spirit, soul, and body.

In accordance with God’s warning, spiritual and nature death began at once to take their toll on the two.  

Sin is hereditary therefore it was passed on to the entire human race.

Wherefore, as by one man sin entered into the world, and death by sin; and so death passed upon all men, for that all have sinned: Rom.5:12

Behold, I was shapen in iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me. Ps. 51:5
