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“And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us” 

(St. John 1:14).

His name is Jesus Christ and He was God manifested in the flesh.

Yes, God Himself walked upon this wicked earth in human form over two thousand years ago.

Not to condemn the world but that the world through Him might be saved.

Just as sure as He came the first time so He will come again. Only this time it will not be to save the world but to judge it.
 And to cast all those who are found guilty into a lake of fire that they may suffer forever as a just reward for their sins and rejection of His salvation.

Our Lord in His own words spoke saying:

“And if thy hand offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter into life maimed, than having two hands to go into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched: Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.

And if thy foot offend thee, cut it off: it is better for thee to enter halt into life, than having two feet to be cast into hell, into the fire that never shall be quenched:Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.”

And if thine eye offend thee, pluck it out: it is better for thee to enter into the kingdom of God with one eye, than having two eyes to be cast into hell fire: Where their worm dieth not, and the fire is not quenched.”

Indeed, this world and all life on it will suffer as a result of rejecting God’s gift of salvation.

Through the Prophet Zephaniah God said.

“I will utterly consume all things from off the land, saith the LORD.

I will consume man and beast; I will consume the fowls of the heaven, and the fishes of the sea, and the stumblingblocks with the wicked; and I will cut off man from off the land, saith the LORD”.

Who are the wicked?

….“them that are turned back from the LORD; and those that have not sought the LORD, nor enquired for him.”

In 1 Corinthians 6:9-10 the Apostle Paul asks:

“Know ye not that the unrighteous shall not inherit the kingdom of God? Be not deceived: neither fornicators, nor idolaters, nor adulterers, nor effeminate, nor abusers of themselves with mankind,

Nor thieves, nor covetous, nor drunkards, nor revilers, nor extortioners, shall inherit the kingdom of God.”

The Holy Spirit through Paul also warns against the sins of the flesh saying in Galatians 6:7-8…

“Be not deceived; God is not mocked: for whatsoever a man soweth, that shall he also reap.

For he that soweth to his flesh shall of the flesh reap corruption; but he that soweth to the Spirit shall of the Spirit reap life everlasting.”

And just what are the works of the flesh?

“Now the works of the flesh are manifest, which are these; Adultery, fornication, uncleanness, lasciviousness,

Idolatry, witchcraft, hatred, variance, emulations, wrath, strife, seditions, heresies,

Envyings, murders, drunkenness, revellings, and such like: of the which I tell you before, as I have also told you in time past, that they which do such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.”

As stated by Paul and Zephaniah and numerous others, the people who insist on practicing such things will not receive the greater blessings of God.

Therefore they are the ones whom God will cut off and they shall suffer eternal damnation.

Don’t be fooled my friend, don’t lean to your own understanding of life. Don’t be wise in your own eyes and ignore the word of God.

But rather take the prudent advice that Paul gave to the believers at the church of Corinth:

“Let no man deceive himself. If any man among you seemeth to be wise in this world, let him become a fool, that he may be wise.

For the wisdom of this world is foolishness with God. For it is written, He taketh the wise in their own craftiness.

And again, The Lord knoweth the thoughts of the wise, that they are vain.” 

Why take the chance of suffering eternal damnation when everlasting life is being offered to you?

Paul asked: 

“How shall we escape, if we neglect so great salvation”

The TV, Radio and the Internet inform us daily of the world’s condition and the attitudes of people around you bear witness to the fact that the end is near.  But it is even nearer than most people think. The truth is that the major media rarely if ever tells the whole truth. They usually spin the news as their few owners desire them to. And the many lies that they fee us through the mass media keeps you from understanding just how bad things really are.

Things are much worse then you think, and the coming of the Lord is much sooner that you know.

In Revelations 3:11 Jesus said:

 “Behold, I come quickly”..

Friend, right now we are living in the last days. How do I know?

Because the Apostle Paul say:

“This know also, that in the last days perilous times shall come.

For men shall be lovers of their own selves, covetous, boasters, proud, blasphemers, disobedient to parents, unthankful, unholy,

Without natural affection, trucebreakers, false accusers, incontinent, fierce, despisers of those that are good,

Traitors, heady, highminded, lovers of pleasures more than lovers of God;

Having a form of godliness, but denying the power thereof”

(1 Timothy 3:1-5)

Does this describe the way men are today? It certainly does.

But you may say, “man have always been this way and nothing has much changed”. Well God knew that you would feel that way and so He told the Apostle Peter to write this warning:

“…. beloved, I now write unto you; in both which I stir up your pure minds by way of remembrance:

That ye may be mindful of the words which were spoken before by the holy prophets, and of the commandment of us the apostles of the Lord and Saviour:

Knowing this first, that there shall come in the last days scoffers, walking after their own lusts,

And saying, where is the promise of his coming? For since the fathers fell asleep, all things continue as they were from the beginning of the creation.

For this they willingly are ignorant of, that by the word of God the heavens were of old, and the earth standing out of the water and in the water:

Whereby the world that then was, being overflowed with water, perished:

But the heavens and the earth, which are now, by the same word are kept in store, reserved unto fire against the day of judgment and perdition of ungodly men.

But, beloved, be not ignorant of this one thing, that one day is with the Lord as a thousand years, and a thousand years as one day.

The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as some men count slackness; but is longsuffering to us-ward, not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance.

But the day of the Lord will come as a thief in the night; in the which the heavens shall pass away with a great noise, and the elements shall melt with fervent heat, the earth also and the works that are therein shall be burned up.” 

(2 Peter 3:1-10)

Although Man still questions God’s word in doubt and unbelief, God knows the mind of man and knew that man would not believe.

Jesus said in Matthew 24:37-39:

“But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.

For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark,

And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be.”

People will not take heed to God’s warning but in stead they will speak against it and cause others to ignore the signs of God’s prophetic warnings, calling them mere coincidence.

It is my hope and prayer that such is not your case. 

It’s time that you came to yourself and realized the seriousness of the world’s condition and more importantly, your own.

In Ezekiel 18:4 God says:

“Behold, all souls are mine; as the soul of the father, so also the soul of the son is mine: the soul that sinneth, it shall die.”

The death Ezekiel speaks of here is when one dies without God in their life, who refuses to obey God’s word and whose names are not written in the Lamb’s book of life.  

What is their fate?

In Revelations 20:11-15 it says:

“And I saw a great white throne, and him that sat on it, from whose face the earth and the heaven fled away; and there was found no place for them.

And I saw the dead, small and great, stand before God; and the books were opened: and another book was opened, which is the book of life: and the dead were judged out of those things which were written in the books, according to their works.

And the sea gave up the dead which were in it; and death and hell delivered up the dead which were in them: and they were judged every man according to their works.

And death and hell were cast into the lake of fire. This is the second death.

And whosoever was not found written in the book of life was cast into the lake of fire.”

This is the final end of those who reject Jesus Christ.  Therefore it is written:

“See that ye refuse not him that speaketh. For if they escaped not who refused him that spake on earth, much more shall not we escape, if we turn away from him that speaketh from heaven:

Whose voice then shook the earth: but now he hath promised, saying, Yet once more I shake not the earth only, but also heaven.”

These warnings will prove profitable only to those who receive them. You see, there is a judgement determined by God against this planet of our, a judgement sore and grievous fill with fear and desolation.

Perhaps hearing what is to come will help you to choose the right way. Therefore hear the word of the Lord:

“Come near, ye nations, to hear; and hearken, ye people: let the earth hear, and all that is therein; the world, and all things that come forth of it. 

For the indignation of the LORD is upon all nations, and his fury upon all their armies: he hath utterly destroyed them, he hath delivered them to the slaughter. 

Their slain also shall be cast out, and their stink shall come up out of their carcasses, and the mountains shall be melted with their blood.

And all the host of heaven shall be dissolved, and the heavens shall be rolled together as a scroll: and all their host shall fall down, as the leaf falleth off from the vine, and as a falling fig from the fig tree.

For my sword shall be bathed in heaven: behold, it shall come down upon Idumea, and upon the people of my curse, to judgment.” (Isaiah 34:1-5)

“Behold, the LORD maketh the earth empty, and maketh it waste, and turneth it upside down, and scattereth abroad the inhabitants thereof.

And it shall be, as with the people, so with the priest; as with the servant, so with his master; as with the maid, so with her mistress; as with the buyer, so with the seller; as with the lender, so with the borrower; as with the taker of usury, so with the giver of usury to him.

The land shall be utterly emptied, and utterly spoiled: for the LORD hath spoken this word.

The earth mourneth and fadeth away, the world languisheth and fadeth away, the haughty people of the earth do languish.

The earth also is defiled under the inhabitants thereof; because they have transgressed the laws, changed the ordinance, broken the everlasting covenant.

Therefore hath the curse devoured the earth, and they that dwell therein are desolate: therefore the inhabitants of the earth are burned, and few men left.

The new wine mourneth, the vine languisheth, all the merryhearted do sigh.

The mirth of tabrets ceaseth, the noise of them that rejoice endeth, the joy of the harp ceaseth. 

They shall not drink wine with a song; strong drink shall be bitter to them that drink it.

The city of confusion is broken down: every house is shut up, that no man may come in. 

There is a crying for wine in the streets; all joy is darkened, the mirth of the land is gone. 

In the city is left desolation, and the gate is smitten with destruction.” (Isaiah 24:1-12)
“Fear, and the pit, and the snare, are upon thee, O inhabitant of the earth.

And it shall come to pass, that he who fleeth from the noise of the fear shall fall into the pit; and he that cometh up out of the midst of the pit shall be taken in the snare: for the windows from on high are open, and the foundations of the earth do shake.

The earth is utterly broken down, the earth is clean dissolved, the earth is moved exceedingly.

The earth shall reel to and fro like a drunkard, and shall be removed like a cottage; and the transgression thereof shall be heavy upon it; and it shall fall, and not rise again.” (Isaiah 24:17-20)

This time of Judgment will one day come. Will you be caught unprepared? 

The only way to be sure that you are not is to come to Jesus Christ now. Jesus said:

“Come unto me, all ye that labor and are heavy laden, and I will give you rest.

Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls.

For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light.”

(St. Mathew 11:28-30)
